How to Use the Story Plan. On the next page you’ll find a method your 
child can use to help them read the Bible. We've provided questions that 
will help them understand what a story means & how they can apply it to 
their lives. But let them know they don't have to answer every question; 
they’re just there to help if they're stuck or need a place to start. They can 
write notes in the blank squares, in a journal, or on a piece of paper.
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How to Make the Most of the Story Plan. After your child has read the 
story and thought about it, one of the best things you can do is simply ask 
them a few questions from the following page. Ask if they have any ques-
tions and look for answers together. Then pray a simple prayer with them.

-Thank and praise God for what He has shown you about 
Himself in the story.
-Ask God to show you anything that needs to change in
your life because of the story you have read.
-Ask for God to help you love Him more and better
because of the story you have read.
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-What happened in the story?
-Who were the people in the
story? what were the places?
-Were there any words you don’t
know that you need help with?
-Was there anything you didn’t
undeunderstand or have questions 
about?

-What does this story tell us about God?
-What people in the story should we try
to be like? What people should we not be 
like?
-Wh-What does this story tell us about how
to love or obey God?

-Which person in the story are you 
most like? Why?
-How would you respond if you 
were one of the people in the 
story?

you to do, believe, or feel you to do, believe, or feel 
after reading this story?
