DAY 1READ 2 CORINTHIANS 5:7  

“�Even though you have not seen him, you love him. Though you do not see him 
now, you believe in him. You are filled with a glorious joy that can’t be put into 
words. You are receiving the salvation of your souls. This salvation is the final 
result of your faith.” 1 Peter 1:8-9, NIrV

DAY 2READ 1 PETER 1:8-9
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Get permission from an adult to take your GodTime outside today. Sit really still. What do you 
hear? What do you see? What do you feel? Is it a windy day? Do you see branches moving? 
Even if it’s a still day, you can probably remember a really windy day and how it felt to have 
the wind hitting your cheeks.

One of the reasons you can know Jesus so well is because He sent the Holy Spirit to help you 
understand. When you put your trust in Jesus, the Holy Spirit becomes like a helper to you, 
to help you get to trust God no matter what and make wise choices. The Holy Spirit is kind of 
like the wind. You can’t see it, but you can feel the effects. Like when you know you shouldn’t 
do something or when you sense you should do something. That stirring in your heart is a 
reminder that even though you can’t see Jesus, you can know Him.

Listen for that still, small voice that reminds you that Jesus is 
with you.
